Subcommittee X Report

Overarching Question for the Suwannee River HO

Specific Hypotheses

These hypotheses should be specific to the science that the HO will address.  They can be as technical as necessary and be attractive to a scientifically sophisticated audience (e.g. NSF or National Academy types), but should follow directly from the main question above and be bulleted for presentation.  Where the connection might not be obvious, please feel free to provide some additional narrative.

Core Data Requirements

These requirements should follow from the hypotheses (perhaps organized in the same order).  Where possible be specific about scale and resolution (spatial and temporal).  Also, committees that propose collection of core data should at least peruse the list of legacy/foundational data that we’ve already compiled to see if we have found existing data that can be used to address the hypotheses.  Please include a list of this existing data if it is identified.  The list of existing and needed new data will allow us to look for additional existing data that could  fill the gaps and to aid in identifying the resources necessary to collect the data if they can’t be found (below).

Personnel, Computing and Instrumentation

This item should be the last thing committees think about.  What will the HO need to provide in order to answer the questions that you’ve posed?  As we compile the existing data and infrastructure (gaging stations, laboratory services, modeling resources) this list will help us make the most of any new resources.
